Mare or gelding, 4 years and over, not exceeding 122cms. Riders not to have attained their 10th birthday before 1st January in the current year.

Class 23
B.S.P.S Open Lead Rein Of Show Hunter Type


Mare or gelding, 4 years and over, not exceeding 122cms. Riders not to have attained their 9th birthday before 1st January in the current year. 

Class 24
B.S.P.S First Pony of Show Hunter Type


Mare or gelding, 4 years and over, not exceeding 122cms. Riders not to have attained their 10th birthday before 1st January in the current year. Snaffle bridles only. No cantering is allowed except in individual performances. Ponies must leave the ring at walk or trot. 

Overall Mini Championship. 1st & 2nd prizewinners from classes 17 – 24 to compete.
Rules and Regulations
1. It is deemed a condition of entry that the Organiser hold no liability for accident, damage or injury to horses, owners, riders, grooms or any person or property whatsoever whilst on the showground.
2. The Organising Committee reserve the right to refuse any entries it may think fit. Also to exclude and withhold any prizes offered, if in opinion of the judge, the exhibits do not possess sufficient merit.

3. No entry will be refunded unless a vets certificate is produced. 

4. The judges decision is final. Any objection must be accompanied by a deposit of £5.00 within 15 minutes of the end of class.
5. ALL RIDERS must wear HATS which comply to BS4472, 6473 and for BSPS classes, EN1384, PAS015 or PAS accredited while mounted, whether exhibiting or not.
6. All stallions and colts must be handled by a person over 14 years of age and be adequately bitted and under control.

7. An exhibitor may not knowingly exhibit a pony bred, sold, leased, produced, broken or trained by the judge, and/or his/her immediate family or employer. A rider may not ride in a class judged by someone for whom he/she has ridden for in the show ring in the same year. 

8. Lead rein ponies to be led by an attendant and shown in a snaffle bridle, the lead rein must be attached to the noseband only. 

9. Show Canes/Whips are not to exceed 30” (75cm). In lead rein classes plain or leather covered cane ONLY may be used.

10. All Mountain and Moorland, Native / Traditional type horse or pony to be shown in natural state.

11. Exhibitors signatures on the entry form signifies acceptance of the above conditions.

B.S.P.S Qualification (restricted animals may qualify for both open and restricted) The 1st, 2nd & 3rd prizewinners in the Novice classes will qualify and in mixed height novice classes 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th prizewinners will qualify. In the open classes the qualification will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd, 3rd and the three highest placed restricted animals in each class, and in the mixed height open classes the 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th and the four highest placed restricted animals will qualify. (riders on restricted ponies MUST wear an armband.) Ponies must be registered before the date of the Show at which they qualify and ridden by B.S.P.S members except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members before who are allowed 7 days in which to become members and register their ponies, providing they have a valid J.M.B certificate before the date of the championships they qualify for.

Heritage Qualification (restricted animals may qualify for both open and restricted) ) The 1st, 2nd & 3rd prizewinners in the Novice classes will qualify and in mixed height novice classes 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th prizewinners will qualify. In the open classes the qualification will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd, 3rd and the three highest placed restricted animals in each class, and in the mixed height open classes the 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th and the four highest placed restricted animals will qualify. (riders on restricted ponies MUST wear an armband.) Ponies must be registered before the date of the Show at which they qualify and ridden by B.S.P.S members except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members before who are allowed 7 days in which to become members and register their ponies. 

Northern Counties Pony Association The first three in relevant classes will qualify for the Pony Of The Year Show to be held 2012.
BSPS CHAPS (UK) Winter Restricted Qualifiers and Championships

Exhibits not to have qualified for HOYS in the current and previous year in which the finals will be held (E.G For 2012 finals the horse or pony must not have qualified for HOYS in either 2010 or 2011.Both the owner & rider of any exhibit need not be fully paid up members of CHAPS (UK) at the time of the competition, nor must the animal be registered. But to validate the qualification both membership and registration must be applied for within 14 days of the qualification. All stallions must be graded with CHAPS UK in order to compete.
