NPS Winter Championship Qualifying Rounds

This show is affiliated to the National Pony Society and the NPS affiliated classes will be run under NPS rules. Classes are open to Members and Non-Members of the NPS, but Non-Members will need to become Full members to enter the finals at the NPS Spring Festival 2012.. The NPS General Rules for Showing apply (see NPS website for details). In each class the three highest placed ponies, not already qualified, within the first six places, will qualify. Winnings in the 2011/2012 Novice and Pure Novice Winter Championships will not debar ponies from the NPS 2012 Mountain and Moorland Novice Ridden competitions. 

NPS / Kilmannan Stud M&M In Hand Silver Medal Rosette Championship              (SM-MMIH)

A Silver Medal Rosette is offered by the National Pony Society for the best registered pony owned by an NPS Full, Standard or Life member in the M&M In Hand section. The Sponsor’s Rosette is also awarded to the pony receiving the Qualification Card. 
P (UK) Winter Championship Show

This show is a qualifier for the 2012 P (UK) Winter Championship Show. The 1st, 2nd and 3rd in each qualifying class will qualify. Competitors in qualifying positions, who are not current members of P (UK) are allowed 14 days in which to become members and register their horses/ponies in order for the qualification to remain valid. No Qualification cards will be awarded in the ring  Classes 1 – 6, YH1 & YH2, 9 – 15, 18 - 28
